Four Strokes of Good Fortune

We all know the story. James Ward Packard bought his
1898 Winton and had significant trouble with it. He
attempted to return the car to Alexander Winton and get
a refund, to which Mr. Winton said, “Well if you’re so
smart, maybe you should build a better machine
yourself.” And so, he did.

By 1901, Packard was building the Model F, 179 units in
total, by far the most production during the Warren years.
The Model F was offered in two body styles, the Rear
Entry Tonneau and the Runabout. It was famously this
Runabout, dubbed “Old Pacific” in which Tom Fetch
traversed the United States. Traveling from San Francisco
to New York in 62 days, the Packard Model F beat the
previous transcontinental record—63 days in a Winton!
This 1902 Tonneau (pictured right), number 165, was
originally owned by the Rockefeller family. Our research
indicates that the car originally was used in Newport, RI,
and subsequently on the West Coast. William Fisk “Bill”
Harrah purchased the car in the second half of the last
century, and it lived for years in the Harrah’s Auto

Collection, now known as National Automobile

Museum, located in Reno, NV. 1902 “The Packard” Model F Tonneau on display at the 2023 PAC National Meet

Marshall Mathews purchased the car from Mr. Harrah’s estate in
the mid-1980s and set about getting the single-cylinder Packard in
motoring condition. With assistance from famed Hill & Vaughn
restorers, Mr. Mathews took the Model F to the London to
Brighton Veteran Car Run—not once but three times! The 1902
also completed the Royal Automobile Club’s 1000-mile trial, from
London to Edinburgh and back, using a circuitous British route.
This horseless carriage, described by one Packard historian as the
“most original Model I in existence” has been graciously loaned to
America’s Packard Museum and is being prepared for display this
Winter. Come see the earliest car in the Museum as we tell an

IN MEMORIAM - Dr. Charles Blackman - 1935-2023

Dr. Charles Blackman passed away peacefully on August 1, 2023; he was 97. Dr. Blackman was an impressive
figure, a striking figure, supremely intelligent with a sense of calm and thoughtfulness. He had a truly heartfelt
laugh, one that we will not soon forget. Dr. Blackman taught us about classic cars and the people who love them.
He was a giant among those. He loved cars.

At the age of 14, he set out from Columbus, Ohio to New
York and New England in a 1939 Bantam. Upon arriving
in New York City, it needed some necessary repairs. After
the work was done, Dr. Blackman realized he didn’t have
enough cash to pay for it, so he left his spare tire as
collateral and drove off up the newly opened Merritt
Parkway to his aunt in Hartford to borrow the money. On
the way, he prayed that he wouldn’t get a flat tire!

Dr. Blackman loved Bantams, Buicks, and Oldsmobiles
among others—but first and foremost, he loved Packards.
He bought his 1940 Packard All Weather Cabriolet in the late 1950s for $250! A bargain, to be sure.

Dr. Blackman was an early member of the Packard Club and the Classic Car Club of America, joining in the mid-
1950s. He was a charter member of Motor City Packards, the all-Michigan region of the Packard Club.

He served on the board of the R.E. Olds Museum in Lansing, as well as the collections committee of the Auburn
Cord Duesenberg Museum for 20 years. He was instrumental in the founding of APM, serving on the Board of
Trustees, and later the Turnquist Leadership Council for over 25 years. Dr. Blackman was a founding member of
both the Packard Motor Car Foundation, as well as the Packard Proving Grounds in Utica, further demonstrating
his passion for historical preservation. He also played a pivotal role in the creation of the Motor Cities National
Heritage Area. He made significant contributions to these and many other museums, including the CCCA
Museum in Hickory Corners, and Meadow Brook Hall in Rochester, MI. He demonstrated leadership quietly,
with humility, never seeking praise or notoriety.

As a consummate scholar, having spent almost 40 years on the Education faculty of Michigan State University,
Dr. Blackman’s work on the identification of late 1930s and early 1940s Packards is unparalleled. He spent decades
tracking down virtually every individual Packard produced in the years before WWIL

You see, Packard was a natural fit for Dr. Blackman. Packard was elegant, classy, refined and well-built. It was
the choice of the elite the world over. Packard had a unique personality, one that personified quality and
excellence, but never overly ostentatious. Luxurious, reliable, and magnificent, Dr. Blackman was truly the
Packard of men. Ask the one who knew him.
